Example draft unit plan (for E4A1 Unit Planning document)
Technology unit plan – Development of Class Website 

The unit is designed for Level 1-2

Context 

As part of the school’s website each class is invited to have its own web pages to inform family and friends about the class and the interesting things they have been doing. This unit is about the class learning to build a website and developing the content for their site.

Achievement Objectives
Technological knowledge 

Children will develop their understanding of information and communication technology, and graphics and design through designing and building their website. 

Specific learning outcomes

Through designing and building their website students will:

· develop their knowledge and understanding of website structure and operation, 

· understand principles and standards for the design of effective websites and the use of web page building and editing software,

· understand principles of effective presentation including the process of preparing text and images for optimal web page performance. 

Technological practice
Specific learning outcomes
The children will develop their technological practice by: 

· developing a plan of action for the design and production of their website;

· using storyboarding and flow diagrams to produce conceptual plans of the proposed site  outlining suitable structure and content; 

· obtaining, producing and processing suitable text and graphical material for inclusion in the site; 

· constructing and testing the website;

· evaluating their website and making suggestions for refinements. 

Organisation 

Once the class has decided on the sections to be developed within the website, the class will be organised into design teams with each team responsible for the design and construction of a particular section of the site. Each group will be required to maintain a portfolio of their planning, ideas, drawings, problems encountered, decisions made, individual responsibilities within the team and final designs and constructions. 

Assessment 

Assessment of the unit will be based on how well the website works. The performance of each section of the website will be assessed against a set of criteria and the performance of the site as a whole will also be assessed. Students will receive feedback and comments based on the assessment criteria.

Duration of unit - approximately three weeks 

Sessions in unit 

Session 1

Introduction to the unit and initial brainstorming of suitable structure and themes for the website. 

Class and teacher decide on overall structure of the site. 

Session 2

Class and teacher decide on a general plan of action for the project, identifying particular milestones and setting time limits. 

Organisation into design teams of four to six to tackle each section of the site. 

Session 3

Teams work on:

· their conceptual ideas and planning for their section of the site;

· gathering material for the content of their section;

· learning how to use the website building software.

Session 4

Teams finalise ideas and initial content for their sections, prepare a detailed specification and produce flow diagrams of their proposed pages. 

Sessions 5-7

Using their prepared materials, specifications and plans, teams build their parts of the website.

Session 8

Class and teacher bring together the sections of the site to form and test the complete website.

Session 9

Final evaluation and fine-tuning of the website and the site goes live on the web.
